A well drilled under this provision may not be equipped to
produce more than 25,000 gallons of groundwater per 24-hour interval (17.36 gallons per minute) and
will be used for Domestic, Livestock or Poultry Use.

Operating Permits issued pursuant to § 3.66 are issued with provisions that limit production generally to
only the amount of water that can be used beneficially for the specified purpose of use, instead of limiting
production authorization to an express annual production volume.
